From Our Principal...

With
the unpredictability of the national economy, peeddinances are on everyone’s mind.

The Administration and Advisory Council is chargeith the task of setting tuition and fees for thgeaming school year. Once
prepared in November, the proposed budget reqthieesapproval of the Chancellor and Board of Pastédministrators across the
country struggle with this question: How do we pdavquality Catholic education without depleting fimited financial resources of
our families?

Tuition increases annually because expenses ircegasially. Teacher and staff salaries and bertkfiing the 2010-11 school year
accounted for 76.7% of the total budget. Diocedéinials have told schools to prepare for a 10%dase in health care costs. We
anticipate cost increases in fuel, electricityteoks, and paper.

The Administration and Advisory Council have aceepthe charge to be stewards for the school. Weérwto keep tuition as
moderate as possible to meet the resources ohmilids, but tuition will increase every year toehthe financial needs of the school.

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tudents take midterm exams in all

academic subjects. (Note: The
exceptions are Athletic PE and Theatre/
Advanced Theatre. Dual Enrollment
French IIl, Dual Enrollment American
History, Dual Enroliment World History,
and Dual Enroliment English 11I/1V have
different requirements, based on the
particular university issuing the credit.
Teachers in those classes will discuss
exams with students. Those particular
exams may be given at different times
to accommodate university deadlines
and are final exams in some courses.)
Please take note of the mid-term exam
schedule located on this page.

Midterm exams are comprehensive
(covering all material taught during the
semester) and are worth 1/5 of the
semester grade. To figure the semester
grade, multiply the first and second
quarter grades by 2, add the exam
grade and divide by 5. To figure the
year grade, the two semester grades
are added and divided by two. Here is
an example:

1% quarter — 84/C
2" quarter — 72/D
Midterm exam — 95/A

84+84+72+72+95 = 407
407/5 =81.4/C

Therefore, it's apparent an exam grade
can bring up or significantly lower a
semester grade.

Here are some tried and true study tips
to pass along to your student when
preparing for exams:

1. | stress this point every year — the
average student cannot wait until
the night before an exam to study
and expect to do well. Start
preparing now, or at least during
the Thanksgiving break. No,
students don’t have to start
studying that early but organization
should be done now to make
studying later easier. Go through

notebooks and make sure all notes
are complete; find all the
worksheets issued by the teacher
and put them with the appropriate
notes; if there are copies of
PowerPoint presentations and
online notes, get those together
too, along with any quizzes and
tests the teacher returned.

2. Start making flashcards of
vocabulary terms, people and
dates. Go over a few each night as
an ongoing review.

3. If the teacher provides a study
guide, answer it early and use it to
create additional flashcards or a
PowerPoint that scrolls the
information for quick review
sessions.

4. |If the teacher sends home tests or
provides them in class, make sure
that every incorrectly answered
guestion has been copied and the
correct answer found.

5. Go over the chapter summary and
section and chapter questions in
the textbook; generally, those are
included somewhere on the test.

6. Go to the textbook website
(information on how to access the
website is located in the front part
of the book) and complete the
online quizzes and reviews. Not
only do the websites score the
quizzes, but the correct answers
are provided, along with an
explanation. This is especially
useful if the student missed a
lecture or review session in class.

7. Finally — and most importantly —

teachers tell students many things
about their exam, so tell your
student to write down (not just to
rely on memory) anything the
teacher says regarding the exam. If
he says “this will be on the exam,” it
should be written down; if she says
“the exam will cover chapters 1-6”,
it should be written down — you get
the idea.

Exams are not designed to be fun or
even pleasant experiences, from the

teacher who must prepare and grade
them, to the student who must study for
them, to the parent who agonizes for
their child over the grade. Exams are,
however, a necessary part of
educational assessment. A prepared
student, one who has done all work
throughout the semester, studies well in
advance, and truly learns the material
for each chapter test, will do well at
exam time.
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We are very proud of our faculty and staff. Many have
achieved status above and beyond the call of duty; all
are terrific with the students.
