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| probably sound like a broken record
in my January column each year, but
| think what | say bears repeating:
nowhere in life do people get the
chance to officially start over twice in
one year — except in school. In
academia, we get a new start each
January, but we also get the chance
to start over again with the first of the
year, our second semester. If grades
were not what they should have been
during the first semester, look at the
situation optimistically and remember
there is half a school year left to
correct the situation. By the same
token, and this is really addressed to
seniors and senior parents,
remember there is half a year left to
ruin something that was good by
slacking off too early and letting
things slide. In my 20-plus years in
education | have seen many students
turn it around and move from F's to
C's or D's to B’s. | have also seen
students blow TOPS awards and
scholarship opportunities and even
fail to make it to the graduation stage
by giving up the second half of the
senior year.

My advice to parents? Make sure
your student realizes the entire year
is important and that he/she
continues to work until that last day in
May.

Hard to believe, but we are
approaching scheduling for the 2010-
2011 school year. Students will be
given scheduling forms in March, but
it is not too early to begin looking at
the options for next year. Please keep
in mind the graduation requirements
for our students change with the class
of 2012. Those students, this year’s
sophomores, will be required to
complete a fourth year of science to
earn a high school diploma in
Louisiana.

For those of you who are interested in

the Dual Enrollment Program, where
11" and 12" grade students at
Teurlings can earn college credit on
our campus, it is not too early to take
the ACT. To qualify for the program,
students must meet the admission
requirements of the university.
Currently, to enroll at either La. Tech
or UL, students must earn a 20 on the
ACT (PLAN test for 11" graders who
have not taken the ACT) and take the
Board of Regents Core Curriculum.
To take Dual Enrollment English,
students must have a 20 in English.
The ACT will be given on our campus
in February and April. Students can
register online at www.ACT.org or
can get registration information from
Mrs. Proctor in the Guidance Office.
This year we are offering Dual
Enrollment courses in English 101,
102, 201, 202 (depending on grade
and ACT score), History 101-102
(seniors in World History), and History
102 (juniors in American History). We
plan on offering French 101-102
through a French Il class next year
and are considering two Health and
Physical Education offerings in
Weights and Conditioning and First
Aid through PE llI/IV. All courses, with
the exception of those in physical
education, are three-hour credit
courses. The PE courses are two-
hour credits. All transfer not only to all
Louisiana universities, but to most
universities in the country.

Finally, some excellent
