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Exam Study Tips

Here’s my top 10 list of advice to prepare for exams. Relay
the information to your student:

1. Organize notes. Make sure notes are legible and | "
complete. '

2. Keep afile of old tests if the teacher gives them back
and correct anything missed. Nothing beats old
corrected tests as a study guide for comprehensive
exams.
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3. Know what the exam will cover. Don't just guess — %

ask the teacher what chapters will be on the test.
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4. Start studying or reviewing early. If you spend 20 I

minutes a day, just going over or re-reading notes, I

you will know (or remember) the material and will not |
have to cram at the end. I (

5. Compare notes with another student’s — just make :
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sure the student takes good notes so any holes can
be filled in.
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6. Go over the chapter reviews in the textbook, as well

as the chapter summaries. The most important

information is listed there.
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7. Do the guide yourself, if your teacher provides one.
You remember what you have to look up yourself
much better than copying someone else’s work.
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8. Organize a study session with some serious friends
— just make sure everyone is there to study, not
socialize.
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9. Create some electronic flashcards on the computer.
Use PowerPoint and create a slide for each
vocabulary word. You get the benefit of looking up
and typing each word and definition as well as being
able to review the material on the computer screen.
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Most important — take exams seriously. Do not blow them off |
or wait until the last minute to study. Exams are worth 20 |
percent of the semester grade or 1/5 of your year grade in a
class. A “B” student who makes an “F” on the exam will end & 8 (
up with a “C” for the year and a “D” student who gets an “A”
could get the “C”!
