ACADEMICS 

Normally in my December column I 

discuss study tips and tricks for             

mid-term exams. This year, however, I 

feel I need to address another academic 

issue, one that has an indirect effect on 

mid-term exam preparation, but a much 

more direct effect on student grades and 

performance. Why? Because I was 

definitely not happy with the recent 

progress report grades for many students. 

Again why? Because the overall grade 

pattern I saw showed trends I generally do 

not see until later in the school year ï and 

that worries me. 

When I view grades I do not just look at 

the number of students who get a ñDò or 

an ñFò. Instead, I try to look at the patterns 

within the individual studentôs grades to 

see why the grade is what it is. What I 

saw in doing my research set off every 

alarm bell and whistle I have in my head ï 

because many, many of those ñDò and ñFò 

grades were not the result of student 

misunderstanding or lack of knowledge, 

but rather resulted from a lack of 

homework completion and/or waiting until 

the last minute to complete an 

assignment. Letôs see if we can make the 

road to academic success a little 

smoother: 

GRADE ROADBLOCK NO. 1 

OR ñI DID NOT DO MY 

HOMEWORKò 

It is no secret on our campus that 

homework points do make a difference in 

the actual grade. Do all the homework and 

it is worth the value of a letter grade, for 

example moving a student who gets 

straight ñDò grades on tests to a ñCò for the 

quarter. What many students forget is that 

the opposite is also true and the student 

who gets all ñDò grades on the tests and 

does not turn in any homework will often 

end up with an ñFò. 

Thatôs the direct result of doing or not 

doing homework. But, what about the 

indirect result? Failing to complete 

assignments also affects the grade on 

tests and quizzes because the student 

does not get the practice solving the 

problems, using the vocabulary words, 

locating things on the map, applying the 

concept, all skills that are quizzed and 

tested at the end of the chapter. We like to 

use the sports analogies to illustrate that 

old ñpractice makes perfectò idea to our 

students, who seem to understand that you 

cannot bat .300 without batting practice, 

that you will not get a decent time in the 

400 without running sprints at practice, or 

that you cannot kick a soccer ball through 

the goal without practicing the skill 

hundreds of times ï but students often do 

not see the correlation between homework 

and success in academics. 

Yes, homework is important 

to overall student success. 

SPEEDBUMP NO. 2 or ñI DID 

IT THE NIGHT BEFORE IT 

WAS DUEò 

If I had a dollar for every ñCò, ñDò, and ñFò 

grade research paper that was written the 

night before it was due Iôd be a rich woman. 

Seriously, the key to getting an ñAò on a 

research paper (or any paper for that 

matter) is to write it early, show it to the 

teacher, ask for suggestions, edit, revise 

and revise again. Students who go through 

that process get the good grades. Attempt 

to write the paper all in one night and you 

are much more likely to forget that citation, 

misinterpret a fact, leave out a critical piece 

of information, or make a careless error 

that would not have happened had there 

been time been allocated to go through the 

write it early and revise, revise, revise 

process. 

The same goes for those dreaded math 

assignments in Kahn Academy or the 

infamous among seniors Mastering Biology 

exercises. The work is assigned well in 

advance of the due date so students have 

time to attempt the work and seek out the 

aid of the teacher if there is a problem. 

Thatôs impossible if the student waits until 9 

the night before the work is due. 

POTHOLE NO. 3 or ñI WAS 

NOT IN CLASS (OR HAD A 

GAME THE NIGHT BEFORE) 

SO THE TEST SHOULD BE 

MOVEDò 

My answer to that logic? OK, so you 

honestly think the 20 people who did not 

go to the retreat, who did not have a 

game the night before the test, or who did 

not miss class for an activity are not as 

important as the four or five who did and 

their time in class was worthless? While 

our teachers are kind, caring, generous 

and loving people, the student who was 

not in class or who had an activity the 

night before the test chose that activity 

and has to show some responsibility. 

Realistically, the work has to go on. 

Thatôs life as we adults see it in the 

business world. And, again, there are 

remedies. Tests are always posted in 

advance, so planning for that game the 

night before the test by studying on 

Sunday afternoon is always an answer. 

Likewise, a reliable study buddy who can 

provide a copy of notes missed while out 

with an extracurricular activity or even a 

short illness is a necessity. Just as in 

Speedbump No. 2 above, a little advance 

planning works wonders. 

These are just a few suggestions that I 

hope help. I do want to add that progress 

reports are just that ï reports on student 

progress. They are not official grades, 

merely a picture of where the student is 

academically at that point in the quarter. 

Students can and do improve from the 

progress report grades.
